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looking at ageing in new ways




The Beth Johnson Foundation has successfully obtained funding from section 64 for a new project ASP (Advocacy Support Programme). The project over a three year period will cover five areas across England disseminating findings via various methods including reports, seminars, and regional meetings
Although there has been a significant growth in older people’s advocacy around developing standards and training there continues to be fragmented support to local projects. This is particularly evident in small projects where there may be limited staff resulting in managers and/or coordinators being isolated, with no opportunity to access appropriate supervision and professional development.

This new project aims to facilitate in particular these types of smaller advocacy projects. 

The aims of project are

· To establish models of peer support for project co ordinators/ managers to enable them to have colleagues to explore issues around there own practice and professional development.

· To establish regional network groups and regional special interest groups to promote information exchange, peer validation and training opportunities

· To work directly with developing projects to provide advice, guidance and training to improve practice and raise standards.
· In partnership with OPAAL to develop a range of web based resources to support local projects.
· To undertake information collation and case studies to enable joint OPAAL/BJF reports on key aspects of older people advocacy to inform the national debates.
