Welfare reform continues

The Government has announced plans to publish a new Green Paper on

welfare reform. The paper will be open to full public consultation, the

results of which will feed into a new Bill in the autumn.

This is the next step in ongoing work to reform the welfare and benefits

system.

Secretary of State for Work and Pensions, James Purnell said: "There's

more work to be done to ensure that no-one with the ability to work is

trapped on benefits for life. That's why we'll be publishing a Green

Paper inviting people to tell us their views on the options to modernise

the benefit system, deliver value for money for the tax payer and

provide support for people at the time they need it most."

The Green Paper will look at:

       *       How best to enable people to take advantage of all the

help on offer to them, including taking part in the training they need

to find employment.

       *       Ways to strengthen the requirement of non-resident

parents to contribute to their children's upbringing.

       *       Measures to make clearer and stronger the link between

an individual's right to support in exchange for them having a clear

personal responsibility for improving their own circumstances - a

benefit contract between the individual and society.

       *       Modernising and simplifying the benefit system so that

people are helped at the right time and in the right way.
